Quebec- French / Fur

Bacon’s Rebellion- Rebellion of frontiersmen against wealthy tidewater in Va. They Ran the Governor out. It showed Virginia that they needed to protect ALL people from Indians.

House of Burgesses- 1619, Virginia’s first elected governing body. The Burgesses were selected directly by the people and along with the Governor made up Virginia’s Government.

King Philip’s War- Major Indian war in Massachusetts. Many killed, but there were very few problems between Native Americans and settlers.

Half-way Covenant- Partial church membership to children and grandchildren in Massachusetts colony when church membership dropped

Mercantilism- the prosperity of a nation is dependent upon its supply of capital. It is best increased through a positive and healthy balance of trade with other nations (exports minus imports).

Declaration of Independence-(Not a form of Government)

John Locke- Enlightenment Philosopher -Natural Rights “Life, Liberty, Property 

Battle of Yorktown- (Assistance from French/Final Battle of Rev. War)

Ben Franklin- (French Alliance/Social Mobility/Individualism)
NJ Plan / Virginia Plan- Plans of how to develop a lasting Constitution that would benefit the people best. The Smaller, less populated states supported the NJ Plan. The larger populated states supported the Virginia Plan

Great Compromise- Set a bi-cameral (2house legis) Senate=Equal rep/House of Rep=based on population
Federalists / Anti- Federalists- Federalists supported strong national government and the Anti-Federalists supported stronger states

Northwest Ordinance- Divided the Northwest Territory of US after Rev. War into states and provided a guideline under which new states would be admitted to the union

Louisiana Purchase- 1803 - US (Thomas Jefferson) purchased Land west of the Miss. River for $15 million. The purchase doubled the size of the US. Lewis and Clark surveyed the territory

Jacksonian Democracy- White male suffrage- lifts property restrictions- “Common Man – Spoils system
John Brown’s Raid-Brown led a raid on US arsenal in Harpers Ferry Virginia to lead a slave revolt

Nat Turner- A slave who believed it was his divine mission to kill all white slave owners. He was captured and killed
Compromise of 1850- The Compromise admitted California into the Union as a free state and the western territories would be free as well. Fugitive slave law was enacted as well to make the south happy

Wilmot Proviso- All land acquired in Mexican American War would be Free. South was angry.

Nullification Crisis- South Carolina called a state convention that nullified the tariffs of 1828 and 1832 within their borders and threatened to secede if the federal government attempted to collect those tariff duties. John C. Calhoun resigned the vice presidency and took Hayne’s seat in the Senate and spearheaded the nullification drive. A real possibility of secession and war existed.

13th 14th 15th Amendments- Civil War Amendments (Freed slaves, Granted citizenship, and voting rights)

Sitting Bull- Sioux Indian leader, Ghost dance, killed at Wounded Knee, many women and children were killed

Erie Canal- A man-made canal that connects the Atlantic Ocean to the Great Lakes through New York

Pendleton Act- passed in 1883 in an effort to ensure that employees of the federal government were given jobs based on merit rather than political affiliation.
Samuel Gompers- Union leader of the American Federation of Labor. Used strikes to reach demands for workers (Collective Bargaining)
Pullman Strike- Workers went on strike after their wages were cut. Violence occurred and the Railroads were tied up causing Federal troops to be called in to end the strike. Eugene Debs was union leader (jail) 
Fifty Four- Forty or Fight! - Slogan over the annexation of Oregon
United States involvement in WWI- Caused by Unrestricted German Submarine Warfare and the Zimmerman Telegram

Tin Pan Alley- very important area of New York City for the music industry (songs written and composed) Irving Berlin was a famous songwriter who worked there
Roosevelt Corollary to Monroe Doctrine No European colonies will be established in the western Hemisphere where it is not already. Latin American Countries
Direct Election of Senators- 17th Amendment allowed voters to elect Senators. Before the Amendment, the Senators were elected by State representatives. 

Levittown- First suburbs (subdivisions) built in Pennsylvania. The homes were equipped with modern appliances
Jane Addams- Started the Hull House in Chicago for poor immigrants. Helped the immigrants get educated, find jobs, and homes 

Ida Tarbell- Muckraker who wrote about the business practices of John D. Rockefeller and Standard Oil
Wagner Act- (1935) Employees shall have the right of self-organization, to form, join, or assist labor union organizations, to bargain collectively
Lend –Lease- US amended the Neutrality Acts to allow trade of military equipment and supplies to our Allies at war. One billion dollars of aid was sent to GB in 1941. Made US the “Arsenal of Democracy”
Battle of Midway- Turning point of World War II in the Pacific. US forces were outnumbered, but defeated the Japanese and got revenge for Pearl Harbor.
Truman Doctrine- Post WWII – US will send aid to Countries resisting Communist takeover- (Turkey and Greece)
Marshall Plan- Post WWII -US sends Billions to war torn Europe to keep them from falling to communists

SCLC- Southern CHRISTIAN Leadership Conference (MLK) - Non violent

SNCC- 
STUDENT Non-Violent Coordinating Committee – Became more militant as the movement progressed- Black Panthers – Black Power

Camp David Accords- President Carter mediated a Peace conference between Israel and Egypt

Earth Day- Celebrated in 1970. The US organized to raise awareness of environmental issues
